Mayor Beasley called the meeting to order. The mayor called on Councilman Jones to lead the pledge of allegiance to the flag and Councilwoman Smyth to ask a prayer. 
The mayor called for the approval of the minutes of October 9, 2017.  Councilman Jones made a motion to approve the minutes as written. Councilman Johnson seconded the motion and the vote was unanimously approved.
Attorney Jones stated the council had previously approved the selling of a lot at the Industrial Development Park to Sister Schubert’s. Sister Schubert’s is ready to close on the property. The council was presented with a resolution agreeing to sell Lot No. 12 to Sister Schubert’s Homemade Rolls, Inc., in the amount of $23,900 and authorizing the Mayor and City Clerk to execute any and all documents to complete the sale on behalf of the City of Luverne. Councilman Jones made a motion to adopt the resolution as drafted. Councilwoman Smyth seconded the motion and the vote was unanimously approved. The resolution is as follows:

RESOLUTION

Be it resolved by the City Council of the City of Luverne that it does agree to sell the following described property to Sister Schubert’s Homemade Rolls. Inc., for the amount of $23,900.00:

Lot No. 12 of the Plat of the Luverne Industrial Park better described as follows: Commence at an existing iron axle marking the Southwest corner of Section 20, Township 9 North, Range 18 East, Crenshaw County, Alabama; thence proceed N 36° 50’ 00” E 162.30 feet to an existing 5/8” iron with cap number GMC CA 00156; thence proceed N 39° 05’ 52” W 420.13 feet to an existing 5/8” iron rebar with cap; thence proceed N 51° 01’ 40” E 492.50 feet to an existing ½” iron rebar with cap number JWM CA 0431-LS; thence proceed N 51° 01’ 40” E 254.68 feet to an existing ½” iron rebar with cap number JWM CA 0431-LS; thence along a curve concave to the left a chord which bears N 46° 21’ 41” E 126.91 feet to an existing ½” iron rebar with cap number JWM CA 0431-LS; thence along a curve concave to the right a chord which bears N 68° 14’ 38” E 59.38 feet to an existing ½’ iron rebar with cap number JWM CA 0431-LS; thence proceed S 84° 45’ 13” E 208.90 feet to an existing ½” iron rebar with cap number JWM CA 0431-LS; thence proceed S 84° 45’ 13” E 359.65 feet to an existing 5/8” iron rebar with cap; thence along a curve concave to the right a chord which bears S 56° 17’ 57” E 23.82 feet to an existing 5/8” iron rebar with cap; thence along a curve concave to the left a chord which bears S 60° 05’ 56” E 80.05 feet to an existing 5/8” iron rebar with cap, said point being the Point of Beginning of the parcel herein described; thence along a curve to the left a chord which bears N 22° 31’ 47” E 136.08 feet to an existing ½” iron rebar with cap number JWM CA 0431-LS; thence proceed N 47° 20’ 41” E 349.10 feet to an existing concrete monument; thence proceed S 32° 08’ 06” E 492.15 feet to an existing 5/8” iron rebar; thence proceed S 25° 16’ 05” E 421.29 feet to an existing 5/8” iron rebar; thence proceed S 82° 15’ 13” W 380.75 feet to an existing 5/8” iron rebar; thence proceed N 84° 45’ 02” W 416.26 feet to an existing 5/8” iron rebar with cap number GMC; thence proceed N 05° 15’ 28” E 450.62 feet back to the Point of Beginning of the parcel herein described. 

Said parcel lying in the Southwest Quarter of Southwest Quarter of Section 20, Township 9 North, Range 18 East, Crenshaw County, Alabama and contains 9.56 acres, more or less. 

 Resolved further that the Mayor and City Clerk are authorized to execute any and all documents necessary to complete said sale on behalf of the City. 

Mayor Beasley called on Mr. Tate for his report. Mr. Tate reported routine work was performed in all departments. 
The mayor called on the city clerk for the administrative report. Routine work was performed. 
Mayor Beasley stated everyone has a copy of the police report. Chief Johnson reported the defendant that was arrested from Montgomery for the breaking and entering into vehicles was wanted for questing in roughly 50 other B&E throughout the state. Most all of the reported stolen property in the city was recovered.
The mayor stated everyone had a copy of the report from the library and asked for any comments.

 Councilman Johnson reported some dirt work has been done at Turner Park on the fields. Also, a pavilion has been built for safety and shade. The city crew did the concrete work. Councilman Johnson asked everyone to visit the park to see the improvements that have been made. There was a tournament at the park this past weekend and it was very successful. Mayor Beasley stated he appreciated Councilman Johnson’s work and effort toward the recreations. 
Mayor Beasley stated everyone has a copy of Mr. Neal’s report. The mayor stated he appreciated Mr. Neal doing the research on the response to the tornado in April and pointing out the things the city could improve on if there is another hurricane or tornado. Councilman Johnson reported he has spoken to Shelia Johnson about her property and she is going to do what needs to be done. Councilman Billings discussed a complaint in his district from Mr. Broaderway about a shed on the Dobb’s property. Mr. Neal stated he would check on the complaint.
The mayor reported he had a meeting last week with Mr. Tate, Robyn Snellgrove, Lisa Miller and Fred Clark. AMEA is going to provide a grant in the amount of $10,000 to pay for an entry sign to the Industrial Park. Mayor Beasley stated he has a meeting with Troy Hudson this Thursday pertaining to a proposed sidewalk grant. Also, the mayor reported a gentleman called him and said he has acquired some property on Spivey Street behind the Pepsi Plant. The gentleman would like to donate the scrap metal for anyone who would haul it off. Mayor Beasley stated if he can find someone to haul it off he would bring it back to the council. 

Councilman Jones made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Councilman Johnson seconded the motion. Meeting was adjourned.
